(IMA-E)

HEDIS Provider Tip Sheet

IMA-E Measure Description¹
Assesses adolescents 13 years of age who had one dose of meningococcal vaccine, one Tdap vaccine and 
the complete human papillomavirus vaccine series by their 13th birthday.

Why is IMA-E Important?¹
Vaccines are a safe and effective way to protect adolescents against potential deadly diseases. Receiving 
recommended vaccinations is the best defense against vaccine-preventable diseases, including 
meningococcal meningitis, tetanus, diphtheria, pertussis (whooping cough) and human papillomavirus. 
These are serious diseases that can cause breathing difficulties, heart problems, nerve damage, 
pneumonia, seizures, cancer—and even death.

Best Practices
✓ Provide practitioner or clinic recommendations of HPV vaccine.

✓ Ensure administration of the HPV vaccine when Tdap and meningococcal are given and during 

subsequent wellness and sick visits. Missing HPV vaccines are the primary reason for noncompliance.

✓ Schedule second HPV appointment when giving the first HPV vaccine.

✓ Consider offering drop-in hours or after-hours appointments for member convenience.
