Why is MSC Important?’

Smoking and tobacco use are the largest causes of preventable disease and death in the United States.
Tobacco use causes disease in nearly every organ in the body. Quitting smoking and tobacco use can save
lives and improve overall health. Comprehensive cessation interventions that motivate and help users to
quit tobacco use can be very effective. Health care providers also play an important role in supporting
tobacco users and their efforts to quit.
