UNDERSTANDING PROMPT PAYMENT REQUIREMENTS FOR HEALTH PLANS

NC DHHS establishes provider payment requirements for health plans that are intended to encourage
continued provider participation in the Medicaid program, to ensure beneficiary access and support
safety net providers, and to ensure continuation of current reimbursement levels using mechanisms
that mitigate the risk of health plan steerage to other providers. Final capitation rates will reflect
required reimbursement levels.

NC’'S TRANSITION TO MANAGED CARE: SUPPORTING MEMBERS
TRANSITIONING TO THE STANDARD PLAN OPTION- GUIDANCE FOR LME-MCO
PROVIDERS

In July 2021, many members currently served by Trillium Health Resources will transition to the
Standard Plan option under NC Medicaid Managed Care. Supporting Medicaid members through
transitions between service delivery systems is called transitions of care. The transitional period
surrounding the launch of the Standard Plan option is referenced as Crossover.

Trillium Health Resources is partnering with NC DHHS to provide an overview of Crossover-related
processes designed to support providers in ensuring member continuity of care through the transition
to the Standard Plan option.

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UPDATED PROVIDER PERMISSION MATRIX AVAILABLE

The Provider Permission Matrix (PPM) located on the Provider Enrollment page has been updated.
Providers are encouraged to download the updated version to see if their taxonomy enrollment
requirements have been updated. The PPM is a great asset for providers to determine what is required
for enrollment and/or re-verification (such as fingerprinting, site visits, etc.) depending on provider type.
