CLAIMS UPDATES 
ORDERING, PRESCRIBING, REFERRING… 
In accordance with 42 CFR 455.410, providers submitting claims that have an ordering, prescribing, 
or referring provider listed on the claim will need to ensure the provider is enrolled in NCTracks. 
Failure to do so may result in the denial and/or recoupment of the claims. 

Federal regulation 42 CFR 455.410 states that:   

a) The State Medicaid agency must require all enrolled providers to be screened under to this  
subpart.  

b) The State Medicaid agency must require all ordering or referring physicians or other 
professionals providing services under the State plan or under a waiver of the plan to be 
enrolled as participating providers.  

Please note: Attending, rendering, ordering, prescribing, and referring providers are required to 
be enrolled in Medicaid if they are included on a claim billed. This requirement also applies to 
operating, other operating, service facility NPI, assistant surgeon, and supervising providers.

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NATIONAL DRUG CODE 
In accordance with the NC DHHS Division of Health Benefits Managed Care Billing Guidance for 
Health Plans, providers shall submit a National Drug Code (NDC) on claims where drug procedure 
codes are reported separately.  All institutional (revenue codes in the 250-259 and 631-639 range) 
and professional claims must include a valid 11-digit NDC code for each claim detail line that 
includes a drug procedure code. In addition, all pharmacy related revenue codes are required to 
have a HCPCS/CPT coder reported. A valid HCPCS/CPT code along with units of service must be 
entered on claims along with the NDC and NDC quantity (based on assigned unit of measure). 
Administrative codes should not be billed with an NDC code and shall result in a denial of the 
administrative code. Failure to do so may result in the denial and/or recoupment of the claims.

Effective May 31, 2023, our LME/MCO directory closed and was switched to our new Tailored 
Plan/PIHP directory that includes physical health providers.  

APPENDIX K: PUBLIC HEALTH EMERGENCY UPDATE 
The Public Health Emergency ended on May 11, 2023. It is important to note that flexibilities under 
Appendix K will remain in place for six months after the end of the federal PHE. This means that the 
Appendix K flexibilities will end on November 11, 2023. Providers should continue to allow 
members and their families to access the flexibilities until that time. It is also important to note that 
the Department of Health and Human Services (NCDHHS) will be placing a request to the Centers 
of Medicare and Medicaid to update the Innovations Waiver to include some of the flexibilities  
permanently into the waiver.   

More information about which flexibilities will be ending, how to end current flexibilities, which 
flexibilities will be made available permanently will be communicated in future Network 
Communication Bulletins.

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INFORMATION REGARDING HIGHEST LEVEL OF EDUCATION 
VERIFICATION ON APPLICATIONS FOR RE-VERIFICATION, 
ENROLLMENT, AND RE-ENROLLMENT FOR INDIVIDUAL 

PROVIDERS 
During the application processing for individual providers, it is mandatory to verify their highest 
level of education. 

FOR PHYSICIANS 
In the case of a board-certified provider, the board certification will be regarded as their highest 
level of education. Although the Accreditation Page does not explicitly mention the requirement of 
board certification, please include this information on the application to expedite the processing. If 
the provider was previously board-certified, but board certification is no longer active, please 
include this information on the application as well. 

For providers who are not board certified, the Completion of Residency will be considered the 
highest level of education. Please indicate this as the highest level of education on the 
Supplemental Information Page in the Education section. A query will be conducted on the 
American Medical Association (AMA) website to confirm the provider's residency status. If the 
physician is found in the AMA records and their residency is confirmed, a residency letter will not 
be requested from the provider.  

However, if residency cannot be confirmed on the AMA website, the application will be returned, 
requiring a residency letter for further processing.
