An alternative to home and community 
based services waivers for individuals who potentially meet the ICF/IDD level of care based on 
the assessed needs, health and safety of the individual, to enable stable living in the 
community and promote the least restrictive level of care. Individuals choose to live in their 
own homes or homes where they control the lease for the room in the home along with their 
choice of the agency or other people who support them and an independent Care
